
A challenging 2019 vintage began warm and wet into early June. Proper canopy management and sound crop pro-
tection practices were crucial for success before summer arrived with average heat accumulation. Overcast condi-
tions led to the coolest September and October since 2007 helping the fruit maintain acidity and freshness going 
into harvest. Interspersed showers during the harvest period slowed fruit development, and ripeness was achieved 
at lower sugars. Vintage 2019 was a true ‘cool climate’ year, and a reminder that good work and proper timing can 
achieve great things in Oregon wine.
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
